Chairs duties & panel Structure: 

Absent agreement by panel members in favour of another format, the following "default" should be followed:

a) Chair’s roles:  Again, thank you.  Your main responsibilities are to introduce the panel; ensure all speakers have equal speaking time; facilitate at least 30 minutes of audience discussion/ questions; “wrap” sessions up on time.  The conference is tightly packed.  Time-keeping is important

b) Where possible, Chairs are encouraged to contact their presenters ahead of time to confirm arrangements and, insofar as possible, arrange exchange of papers amongst members of the panel.

c) all sessions are 1.5 hours long.  It is important to preserve 30 minutes for discussion from the floor.

d) the result is that for panels with 4 scheduled speakers each person will have 15 minutes; 10 minutes each for those on 6 person panels; 20 minutes each for those few, rare, 3 person panels.

3) AV - if you indicated a wish to use audio visual materials at the time you made a paper proposal you will be in a room with AV capabilities. If you intend to use powerpoint please bring your slideshow on a CD-ROM so as to avoid complicated set-ups taking away from panel time.  It may also be a good idea to bring along transparencies as a backup in the event of technical gremlins on the day.

4) REGISTRATION  & Rooms:
· The hotel has sent out confirmations of registration as well as room bookings. ANYONE WHO WAS NOT FULLY REGISTERED by May 25 is not be included in the printed programme.
