Upper Year Business Law Concentration, UBC Faculty of Law

Introduction

UBC Faculty of Law has introduced a Business Law Concentration, commencing in September 2006.  The program received University Senate approval on April 19, 2006. The first eligible class for receiving this designation was the class graduating in spring 2008. Here are the requirements that make students eligible for the Business Law Concentration, which may guide your course selection if you are interested in taking the concentration and having it reflected on your transcript on graduation.  

Even if you are not interested in taking the Business Law Concentration, the foundation courses listed below can serve as a guide for what faculty considers important to take in the business law area.  Corporations I and Taxation I also meet the new requirements for the upper year quasi-compulsory courses. Summary of Business Law related courses

Students undertaking the Business Law Concentration will need to take nine courses from a program with three separate components (approximately 50% of total upper year requirements to fulfill the LL.B. degree requirements). This course requirement will still leave ample space to take a wide variety of other courses.  

The required courses will be:

· Six courses in at least three of the Foundational Business Law Course Categories:

Category 1: Business Organizations Law;

Category 2: Business Finance Law;

Category 3: Business Transaction Law; and

Category 4: Business Policy Law.

The courses in this part have been limited to what are considered truly foundational business law courses (see list below).

Law 466 Business Law Capstone

The Business Law Capstone is designed to draw together, in a practical manner, all the elements of             the business law curriculum.  This course is required for completion of the optional Business Law Concentration.

Prerequisite:

In order to undertake this course, students must have completed five courses from the Business Law Concentration (15-20 credits), four of those being designated “Foundational” Business Law courses.

FOUNDATION BUSINESS LAW COURSES

Requirement:  Six courses in at least three of these four categories.

Courses in this category are broadly concerned with the law relating to the internal governance of different forms of business organization as well as legal accountability of the organization’s agents to the public. Courses will draw on economic and social science theories of organizational behaviour, as well as theoretical debates about the proper role and function of legal recognition and empowerment of different forms of organization.
